I just want to make sure all our parishioners know you are being thought of and cared
for by our Lord and His Church. Finally, if you would like to volunteer and be a voice of our Lord by checking-in with His
people and seeing how they are doing, please call the parish office to sign-up. We have put a script together to help you in
your phone call. Thanks and please let us know if you are interested with this ministry.

Secondly, we are still in need of people mmlstermg to our Lord and being our Lord at Masses. If there are any of our
young people who would like to serve at Mass, 5-12 graders, (ring bells and process in/out with the cross), please let me
know. Also, if you would like to lector (read) or usher doing Mass (welcoming and helping people find a pew and
sanitizing afterward) please let us know. We also are in need of catechists and religious education volunteers and
assistance. Again, please let us know.

Finally, when it comes to our Lord and being our Lord at Mass and on the phone, what |
better place to celebrate our Lord than at Mass. As I mentioned back in June, we are going to ,rh’ 5
give our current Mass schedule a try for the three months (July-September) and revisit the time/
place schedule. Well, as we enter this last of the three months, what are your thoughts? Do you D/\Y
like the current Mass schedule? Would you like to see different times and places for weekend
Masses? Would you like us to rotate the Mass times/places monthly, quarterly, bi-annually?
Please leave your thoughts at the parish office of what your thoughts are for times/places and
why. 1 am hoping to have an AFC Worship Meeting in a couple of weeks. Keep in mind, there
will be no perfect times/places for Masses that will please everyone. Remember, just a few
months ago, no one was allowed to come to Mass (and let us continue to pray for those who are
still unable to come), and we survived (although it was difficult). God will also help us through
this time of discernment as well. Also, if you want to come back to Mass, and have not done so
and are healthy, please use your own best judgment of coming back to Mass. We would love to
worship with you. May our Lord bless us during these difficult times with His presence and
help us to be His presence to others.
